Vision Statement
The Damdaming Katoloko sa Teolohiya or DAKATEO is an association of Catholic Theologians in the Philippines, which promotes theologies for a just and inclusive Church and society.
Mission Statement
To achieve the vision, DAKATEO (a) supports creative and scholarly theological research and its dissemination, (b) promotes theological reflection and discussion on current issues and questions in society, and (c) fosters fellowship among its members and solidarity with the oppressed and excluded.  DaKaTeo is specifically oriented to theological research and practice that dialogue with varied contexts, disciplines, social movements, and faith traditions from a liberative perspective.
Membership
Active membership is open to all Catholic theologians from any theological discipline working or based in the Philippines, with at least a graduate degree equivalent to a licentiate, preferably a doctoral degree, with specialization in Theology, Theological Studies, Religious Studies, or Religious Education, and with published works. Associate membership is open to Filipino theologians who do not live or work in the Philippines. At present, the Society has  33 members (29 active, 3 associate; one deceased;  28 men and 5 women).  Most of the members (84%) teach  in  the 13 of the 27 theological institutes/seminaries in the Philippines. 
Conferences and Publications:

DaKaTeo holds a conference annually to theologically reflect on a particular theme.  Every other year, the conference is open to a bigger audience which can include other religious educators, pastoral workers and advocates from various social movements. 

DaKaTeo publishes original theological works that have been presented in its conferences, either in book form or with Hapag: A Journal of Interdisciplinary Theological Research. The articles published with Hapag are accessible online at http://www.philjol.info/philjol/index.php/HAPAG .   Fulfilling its goal to foster a “writing culture” among Filipino theologians, DaKaTeo has, since its inception, published the following anthologies:  Politics and Christian Tradition (2010); Marginalization, Exclusion and Suffering (2008);  Interdisciplinarity in Theology (2007); Theological Conversations in Post-Colonial and Global Contexts ((2006); Fundamentalism and Pluralism in the Church (2004). Our forthcoming publications include Reimaging Christianity for a Green World (2011) and God-Talk and  Sexual Violence (2012).

Statements

DaKaTeo occasionally comes up with statements to express its position on certain social issues.  Two statements have been released in the past: “Agra Resolution: A Show Window of Impunity” (2009) which protests against Justice Secretary Alberto Agra’s clearing the name of two members of the Ampatuan clan (Zaldy and Akmad Ampatuan) in the massacre of 57 people last November 23, 2009.  Another statement “Act Justly, Love Tenderly, and Walk Humbly with your God,” (2008) is a plea for and in behalf of women-victims of sexual abuse. 

Proposed change in membership fees:

Rationale: 

The fee structure is badly out of date (see the schedule below). There has been no change in fees for more than 10 years. At the present rate, we are collecting less than $1,000 USD per year. While this covers the maintenance of our web site, little else is left for other activities. When INSeCT was founded, it was felt that revenues of $1,000 USD per year would be required for basic maintenance costs, but that we should aim to raise an average of $4,000-5,000 USD per year (see the minutes of the Network Council 1999). This goal is worth pursuing even more today, given the rise in the cost of living since that time. 
In future, societies will be required to provide payment in the currency used by our bank, wherever it is located. At present, a large percentage of your contribution is lost to fees for currency exchange and the international transfer of funds.

It has always been understood that no society will be excluded or penalized if it happens that they are unable to pay.

Present fee schedule:

$20 USD From societies with fewer than 50 members.

$30 USD From societies with fewer than 75 members

$40 USD From societies with fewer than 100 members

$50 USD From larger societies

The European Society of Catholic Theology (ET) and the Catholic Theological Society of America (CTSA) have contributed approximately $300 US dollars on a yearly basis since the inception of INSeCT, due to their large membership.

Motion:

That the annual fee for member societies of INSeCT be revised to 1 Euro per member per year, to a maximum of 500 Euros per society. Further, that this fee structure be evaluated at the next meeting of the network Council.
Proposal to revise to the Official Statutes 
(See attached file for full text):
Rationale: 

After more than ten years of experience, the Steering Committee judges that there is little advantage gained by our being a registered organization in Germany or by continuing an association with the University of Tübingen. This revision will provide us with the needed flexibility in the administration of our accounts, and the possibility of increasing integration with stable member societies.

Motion:

Be it resolved that INSeCT shall no longer be incorporated into the organizational register (Vereinsregister) as a non-profit organization in the Republic of Germany.

In accordance with this resolution, 

· article 1.1 of the Statutes will be deleted.

· The members of the Steering Committee and the Financial Officer are authorized by the Network Council to proceed with the de-registration of INSeCT, and to move its financial accounts to a more suitable location.

· Dr. Thomas Fliethmann is authorized by the Network Council to continue as an honorary member of the Steering Committee and to carry out the role of Financial Officer until such time as INSeCT has been de-registered and its accounts moved to a more suitable location.

· Article 1.2 of the Statutes will be revised to indicate the new location of INSeCT’s accounts as determined by the members of the Steering Committee.

Motion:
The members of the Network Council express their gratitude to Dr Thomas Fliethmann for his generous and faithful service as the financial officer of INSeCT during the time of transition to a new administrative structure. 

 Election of the Steering Committee (2011-2014)

Rationale:

The members of the Steering Committee are traditionally nominated from among the delegates of three founding and largest member societies. One will serve as President and the two others as Vice Presidents. Members of the Steering Committee serve a term of 3 years, and meet annually (See Statutes, § 7). The members of the new Steering Committee will begin their mandate with the conclusion of the business meeting of the Network Council.
